WHEREAS the Township of Hardyston has agreed to the establishment of a Length of 
Service Award Program (LOSAP) Deferred Compensation Plan.  This plan is to be made 
available to all bona fide eligible volunteers who are performing qualified services which 
is defined as fire fighting and prevention services, emergency medical services and 
ambulance services pursuant to Section 457 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as 
amended, except for provisions added by reason of the Length of Service Award Program 
as enacted into federal law in 1997.  The establishment of this Length of Service Award 
Program will also comply with New Jersey Public Law 1997, Chapter 388 and the 
Length of Service Award Plan Document; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Township of Hardyston deems it appropriate to act to ensure retention 
of existing members and to provide incentives for recruiting new volunteer 
firefighters/first aid organization members; and   
 
WHEREAS, the Township of Hardyston has a Length of Service Award Plan Document 
that implements the Programs objectives; and 
 
WHEREAS, certain tax benefits could accrue to eligible volunteer firefighters 
organization members; 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Hardyston is adopting 
a Length of Service Award Program Deferred Plan which is substantially similar to a 
Plan that has been submitted to the Internal Revenue Service for a Private Letter Ruling.  
The use of the Ruling is for guidance only and the Township of Hardyston acknowledges 
that for Internal Revenue Service purposes, the Ruling of another sponsoring agency is 
not to be considered precedent; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Township of 
Hardyston that, it hereby adopts a Length of Service Award Program Deferred Plan 
provided by the Lincoln National Life Insurance Company and Lincoln Financial Group, 
it’s agent, Plan Identifier: 01-LOSAP-LINCOLN-101700; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that The Lincoln National Life Insurance Company 
and Lincoln Financial Group, it’s agent, has agreed to be the provider for the   
Township of Hardyston Length of Service Award Deferred Program and it’s eligible 
volunteers as provided for in it’s Length of Service Award Plan Document, Plan 
Identifier: 01-LOSAP-LINCOLN-101700; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Lincoln National Life Insurance Company and

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H. Cap Law Revision Bill 
 
RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HARDYSTON OPPOSING REVISIONS TO 

THE MUNICIPAL CAP LAW 
 
 

 WHEREAS, proposed Senate Bill 1140 proposed several changes to the CAP 
Law; 
 
 WHEREAS, said changes included eliminating the ability of municipalities to 
employ CAP banking and eliminate the ability for municipal governing bodies to pass an 
ordinance to exceed the CAP index rate whenever such rate falls below 5%; 
 
 WHEREAS, municipalities’ ability to employ CAP banking allows municipalities 
the ability to utilize the most efficient and prudent budgeting practices year to year 
without the threat of potentially experiencing difficulties in funding unexpected yet 
necessary expenditures in the following year; 
 
 WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey continues to mandate the development and 
execution of various programs, services, and initiatives to be implemented and paid for 
by municipalities without providing sufficient funding to execute same;  
 
 WHEREAS, based on the large response from other municipal agencies opposing 
the proposed bill, the bill was not released from Committee; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Council of the 
Township of Hardyston  that it opposes any further action or introduction of legislation 
which would alter the ability of municipalities to employ CAP banking or eliminate the 
ability of municipal governing bodies to exceed the CAP index rate whenever such rate 
falls below 5%. 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be forwarded to the 
Honorable James McGreevey – Governor of the State of New Jersey, the Honorable E. 
Scott Garrett, the Honorable Guy Gregg, the Honorable Robert E. Littell, the Honorable
